What was found in Anyang?

Tortoise shells-oracle bones—lists of rulers/mausoleums were also discovered.

What did the Shang dynasty value higher than gold? Bronze
3.
Who was Fu Hao? Wu Dings favorite wife/She was the Shang’s greatest general
4.
What was found at Sanxindui? Masks-broken-indicated power (divine right of kings)
5.
When did the Choa (Zhou)culture gain power? 1000 BC-Xian was capital.
6.
What did the Choa(Zhou) king create for his people? 1st system of justice for the common people.  Confucious system—King was a father figure—gave relatives land

What was the warring times period? 481-221BC:  7 most powerful states battled for supremacy.

What were some of the weapons used? Cross bows, swords, psychological warfare

What were some of the accomplishments of the Chin dynasty? Developed agriculture on massive scale/ military force (machine)/ raise social status by cutting off heads/ unified China
10.
Who was the first emperor of China? Chin Xuan Di
11.
What was constructed to protect the Chin Empire from raiders in Mongolia? Great Wall of China
12.
What was done with the bodies of the dead workers? Used as fill (buried in wall)
13.
How long is the great wall and what are some characteristics of it?

2600 miles/stood as warning/showed that China was unified/ 600 ft tall/ visible from space

How did Chin rule his country? Fuedal System—ended/ established state system:  central power in government/ 5000 miles of roads/ standardization/ axel width fixed/passports/ unified currency/ written language

What were some of the controls chin put on China? 460 scholars buried alive. Collections of poems/history burned—first book burning.  Passports and standardized language
16.
Why were the scholars killed and knowledge destroyed? Knowledge is power
17.
Describe Chin’s Mausoleum? Crossbow booby traps/ scale model of cities/ mercury rivers
18.
Who was Sheng Shen and what was his job and story? Diplomat, sent north.  With treaties to pit 1 Han enemy against the other…He was captured.  10 years later, he survived and talked about the Silk Road

What was the Silk Road? 4000 miles China to Europe—trade route

What does Lady Sheen show us about Chinese culture? –Silks/maps/ fatty diet/lungs scarred by tuberculosis/ heart disease/ wealth parasites.

What were the bodyguards for the Emperor Chin’s tomb? Terracotta soldiers

What can we learn from the Terracotta Soldiers? Size, clothing, weapons

Who was China’s last emperor and what is his story? 
Pu Wii age of 3—1908 dethroned/ China became a Republic

Has China been able to get away from powerful empires? Mao Tse Tung—more uncertainties/ ancient and modern china are unseperable/  adapt and survive
